FOMCW Funding  

Recently the California State Department of Finance directed all State departments 
that expend funds from general obligation bond programs to immediately: 

1.  cease authorizing any new grants or obligations for bond projects, including new phases for existing 

projects;  

2. suspend all projects not specifically exempted by the Department of Finance, unless the contracting entity 

can continue work with non-State funding sources (i.e., private, local, or federal funds);  

3. freeze all disbursements under bond-funded contracts and agreements that were not authorized or submitted 

to the State Controller for payment prior to December 17, 2008; and  

4. instruct all grant and loan recipients not to enter into any new construction or other agreements or contracts 
that would be funded from Pooled Money Investment Board loans (for State bond-fund obligations).

This freeze affects some of FOMCWs current funding and a large part of our funding to begin in early Spring.  Our 

current funding through the Watershed Project has not been officially frozen but we expect it to be soon.
