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CREEK CLEANUP Approaches!

Mark your calendar Creek Cleanup is coming up next month!
We are currently scanning Marsh Creek for hot spots that need to be cleaned
up. We need YOUR help to find those spots needing our help the most. Email
info@fomcw.org with suggested areas (and pictures if possible).

With the Gulf Coast Oil Spill in the news daily it is easy to forget that garbage poses
a huge problem to the delta and our oceans. According to a 1997 study on the
impact of marine debris, plastic debris alone negatively affects at least 267 species
worldwide, including 44 percent of all sea bird species, 43 percent of marine
mammal species, and 86 percent of all sea turtle species. Millions of pounds of
garbage that litters the shoreline and pollutes the water endangers wildlife and
makes our shoreline and coastal beaches less pleasant for humans.

Cleanup data tell us that an estimated 60-80 percent of marine litter starts out
inland. Lakes, rivers, streams, and storm drains, helped by the wind and rain,
transport litter hundreds of miles to the ocean. And ocean currents and winds
carry that marine debris all around the globe. Trash travels through time as well;
estimates vary, but some items may last hundreds or even thousands of years in
the water. Of the items tracked during the 2009 Cleanup, the top three items (by
number) found worldwide were cigarettes/cigarette filters, plastic bags, and food
wrappers/containers

Every year folks come out help clean up Marsh Creek. This year in an effort to
reduce the amount of plastic bags we put in the landfill we ask that you bring an
alternative to a plastic bag (like a bucket or wheel barrow) to collect trash in. More
Creek Clean Up information will be coming out in the next few weeks.
